Persons submitting manuscripts thereby grant to the Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, Inc. the right to keep the manuscripts and to exercise full publishing right to them. Awards will be announced on or about November 13, 2015 and the decisions of the judges will be final. The manuscripts must present an adequate treatment of the essay topic. Winners will be required to furnish written proof that they were enrolled in their respective high school at the time the essays were submitted. Awards will be submitted to each winner, upon written verification from an institution of higher education that the individual has enrolled. Actual enrollment (not just acceptance) is required. Awards must be claimed within 18 months after the announcement date to be valid. The first place winner’s essay will be submitted to our District Headquarters and, if selected as the first place essay by our District, to our International Headquarters for a chance to secure an additional $5,000 1st Place scholarship, $3,000 2nd Place scholarship, $2,000 3rd Place scholarship, and a $1,000 4th Place scholarship. This is a one-time only scholarship/essay contest and is not renewable. Disbursements will be made according to your University/College financial aid office guidelines and policies. 

Rating Criteria for Essays 

1. Development of Topic/Thesis (30 possible pts.) – Topic is well developed (covers and develops major points, supplying enough information for understanding). 

2. Progression (20 possible pts.) – Composition progresses from beginning to end in a logical flow of information. 

3. Readability (25 possible pts.) – Concise prose that sticks to the point and does not ramble (hold’s the reader’s attention). 

4. Grammar (15 possible pts.) – Essay possesses throughout: agreement of subject and verb, proper tense, and correct sentence construction, including transitional phrases linking paragraphs.  

5. Spelling – (5 possible pts.) 

6. Punctuation – (5 possible pts.)
